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What are the names of the seas and

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Habitats are places where an animals or plants live.

This land could be made   

of rock, sand, mud or gravel.)   

  Plants make their own food using sunlight, water 

and air. 
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Arch -formed when a cave continues to be eroded and 

expanded until it cuts right  through a headland  
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Habitat -  the natural home or environment of an 

animal, plant, or other organism. 
  

Cliff -a steep rock face, especially at the   

edge of the sea  

  Rockpool -  a pool of water among rocks, typically 

along a shoreline 
  

Coast -the part of the land adjoining or near   

the sea. 

  Food chain -  describes the order in which 

organisms, or living things, depend on each other
